· Gather data on the cumulative undergraduate and graduate debt burden of current School of Theology and Ministry (STM) students, recent alumni (with their consent) and to the degree possible working minters, and compare this data against national trends on student debt burden.

· Create a financial literacy assessment for students and alumni based on best practices for determining knowledge about practical economics and assess the financial literacy of STM students, both in personal finance and organizational structures.
